For Henry Parsons Crowell, the oatmeal king, holiness was exhibited in  
• tenacious integrity when competitors vilified him,  
• rallying Chicago business leaders to oppose crime and vice while exhibiting 

compassion on the victims,  
• giving away 70% of in his income for Christian work for 40 years,  
• organizing a gospel outreach to 15, 000 families,  
• helping to establish the Mann Act,  
• chairing Moody Bible Institute for 40 years,  
• without fanfare stabilizing the Institute financially,  
• facing opposition without bitterness in almost every venture in which he engaged, 
• conducting home-based Bible studies,  
• holding business lunches with prominent leaders,  
• and seeking to share Christ with those around him,
