Part #6 – Motive Matters 

Matthew 6:1-4 
1 John 2:6 – Whoever claims to live in him must walk as Jesus did. 

 
Series Summary 
The purpose of this series is to help each Christian establish a solid foundation in order to passionately 
pursue God. We will study through the Sermon on the Mount, picking up from the teachings of Christ 
immediately following the Beatitudes. We will focus on the basic components of walking with Jesus, 
like Jesus, and for Jesus. This series is needed for every new Christian and for people who want to 
refresh their walk with the Lord. 

Big Idea – Our Reward is Waiting: Will it be from Man or God? 
Main Passage 

Matthew 6:1-4 – 1"Be careful not to do your 'acts of righteousness' before men, to be seen by them. 
If you do, you will have no reward from your Father in heaven. 2"So when you give to the needy, do 
not announce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on the streets, to be honored 
by men. I tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. 3But when you give to the needy, 
do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, 4so that your giving may be in secret. 
Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you.
